Follow-Up for All Patients 
 

 Semi-annual skin exam by a dermatologist. 
 

 Educate patient about monthly skin examination.  
 

 History and physical examination and skin nodal examinations every 3 to 4 months 
for the first 3 years and then every 6months for up to 5 yrs. After 5 years, annual 
examination and as clinically indicated. 
 

 There is no role for routine imaging or blood tests unless the patient becomes 
symptomatic or an abnormality is picked up on examination.  
 

 In selected high risk cases CT surveillance can be considered on case by case 
basis.  
 
 
 

NOTE: Routine CBCs, liver function tests, fecal occult blood tests, or other imaging 
studies are NOT recommended unless clinically indicated.
